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Presentation
The course will further develop the concepts introduced in the Level 1 seminar and, more
specifically, will review the CLIL approach in order to carry out an in-depth analysis of CLIL
units that include effective linguistic and content scaffolding, as well as competence-based
and integrated methodologies. In addition, the course will explore in greater depth the
concept of formative and formative assessment and its key role within the CLIL
methodology.

These activities will require them to complete a shared document in which
they will record the reflections needed to develop the final video. The assessment will
consist of a single grade that reflects the continuous work carried out throughout the
semester.

Final assessment
Assessment will be based exclusively on a final project, which will account for 100% of the final
grade.
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Throughout the semester, students will work progressively on the interdisciplinary EMILE/CLIL
planning. No intermediate submission will be required. The work carried out over the semester
will support the development of the final project, which will be the only element assessed.
The final project will consist of a CLIL/EMILE educational intervention will include the creation
of a didactic planning, the recording of a video presenting the educational intervention, and a
written and oral justification of the decisions taken, including the use of scaffolding, CLIL
strategies, formative assessment, and classroom management.
Attendance is compulsory, as the seminar is based on practical and applied work. Students may
be absent no more than once. Students who do not pass the final video will be given an
additional opportunity to recover the mark on 4 June.
Assessment and qualification
To obtain the grade for each learning outcome, all the required activities must be completed.
Attendance is compulsory, with a minimum requirement of 80%, which means that students
may miss a maximum of 1 session.
To pass the seminar, Learning Outcome BCE-E001-05 must be successfully achieved, with a
minimum grade of 5 out of 10.
For Learning Outcome BCE-E002-06 Planifica una intervenció educativa interdisciplinària, a
minimum grade of 3 out of 10 is required.
In the event of obtaining a grade lower than 3 in BCE-E002-06 , or a grade lower than 5 in BCE-
E001-05, students will be offered the opportunity to retake the corresponding learning outcome
through a final exam.
To obtain the final grades for the learning outcomes, the final grade will be calculated using the
weighted average of the marks obtained for each indicator associated with each learning
outcome.
There will be both qualitative feedback after each activity.
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
