Final assessment
Continuous assessment will account for 60% of the final grade. The remaining 40% will
correspond to the final project, in which students will justify the modifications made to an
existing teaching unit in order to adopt a CLIL/EMILE approach. This will be done through a
written justification and an oral defence of the didactic transformation, as well as the creation
and explanation of an observation tool related to the redesigned unit.

In the event of obtaining a grade lower than 3 in BCE-E008-03 or BCE-E001-04, or a grade lower
than 5 in BCE-E012-07, students will be offered the opportunity to retake the corresponding
learning outcome through a final exam.
To obtain the final grade for the seminar, the average of all the grades obtained in classroom
activities throughout the continuous assessment will be calculated.
There will be both qualitative and quantitative feedback after each activity.
